Often it takes the
form of a black horse, and if you try to ride it, you are sure to get a wild
ride! The Puca can talk, and it is said to have given good advice to people
or saved them from harm.

The Dullahan

The Dullahan is a headless rider on a black horse. Like the Banshee it is
connected to death, but the Dullahan takes peoples souls with him. The
head of the Dullahan is very frightening to look at, and it has a big grin on
its face, going from ear to ear. He uses a human spine* as whip! The
horse sends out flames from its nostrils*, as it thunders through the
night. The Dullahan uses its head as a lamp, when it rides through the
Irish countryside.
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The Leprechaun

The Leprechaun is a kind of gnome. It is a little man dressed in a green or
red coat. The Leprechaun is a shoemaker?*, and all the golden coins* they
get; they put away in a pot at the end of the rainbow.

There are no stories of female
Grogochs. He is a little elderly* man covered™* in red fur. He does not
wear clothes, and he is not very interested in personal hygiene*! He lives
in caves or clefts* in the landscape. He can be invisible*, and he only
shows himself to people he trust.

The Blarney Stone
The Blarney Stone is a block of limestone* located in a tower of Blarney

Legend tells that the stone was given to the builder of Blarney

Castle by the Goddess* Cliodhna. He was going to court* and he
appealed* to her for help. She told him to kiss the first stone he met

on his way to court, and he would then get the magical powers.

He did, and he won his case. Today people come from all over

the world to kiss the stone. It is, however, not easy to kiss, as you

have to lie on your back, lean backwards* and then kiss it!

The Changeling

Some say that the fairies sometimes steal a human* baby and replace it
with one of their own instead*. This baby is called a changeling.
Sometimes the child is taken, because the fairies want a healthy* child.
They then give their own sick child to the unlucky* parents*. The fairies
may also steal a child, if the child is not loved enough by its real parents
or if the fairies want to punish* someone.
